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e Cloud computing is a technology that offers users a means of storing and accessing data on the fly, and from nearly any location. These services allow for the storage of massive amounts of data that can
e be privately accessed by either a single individual or by a large group of people, such as in a business type setting. While these services are providing the users with a means of storing and accessing data,
whether it is public or private, it does not come without potential risks and abuse. Cloud computing allows a new means for criminals and terrorists groups to share and maintain information, as well as
provide a new means for potential hackers to gain access to a large pool of data.
